Formed in 1976, as the Project Managers’ Forum, AIPM has been instrumental 
in representing and promoting the profession of project management for more 
than 30 years.
 
Today AIPM has over 8,500 members Australia wide and overseas across all 
levels of management linked to a vast variety of industries. With over 170 
corporate members, 60% of AIPM’s membership resides within our Corporate 
Memberships who encourage and support their project managers to be 
involved with AIPM.
  
AIPM has chapters in all states and territories and a National Support Office 
based in the Sydney CBD.

Products and Services Conferences

AIPM’s products and services are designed to add value to:

• Individual professional development and its recognition in project 
management. The Registered Project Manager (RegPM) Certification 
Program assesses knowledge, skills and therefore competence of project 
team members, project managers and project directors against nationally 
recognised standards of performance. Candidates successfully completing 
the assessment are awarded certification at the appropriate level.

• Organisational development to create and improve maturity in project 
management as a quality measure. The Project Managed Organisation 
(PMO) Accreditation Program assesses an organisation’s level of maturity 
in project management. This assessment is conducted against national 
standards and a certificate will be issued upon successful completion of 
the assessment.

• Industry groups discuss industry issues in PM and create specific standards 
in Defence, Banking and Finance. Many more industry groups are planned 
for major industries in the future.

• Communities of Practice (COP) discuss their specific discipline within PM 
(eg. scheduling, risk, finance, etc).
