ñPoised for Perfect Futureò 

Thatôs the headline for the special 

report on South Australia in a 
recent edition of the Weekend 

Australian.  The 8-page report 
reflects on the certainty that the 

state is better placed than most t o 
ride out the global financial storm.  

We all know that Adelaide is one of the worldôs most 

livable cities, housing is relatively affordable, home 
construction is up as well as the gross state product, and 

we have plenty of wine to celebrate this.  Ok, the re are 

serious problems arising from the drought, and the lower 
River Murray is in dire straits.  But there is serious 

investment in infrastructure including the $1.7bn Royal 
Adelaide Hospital rebuild, the $1.4bn desalination plant, 

and $2bn on public transport upgrades including the first 
tranche of electrification.  

There is continuing investment in defence manufacturing, 

with Techport and more projects on the way including at 
least three air warfare destroyers and perhaps the 

successor to the Collins class submarine.  Mining is 
expanding with the potential to turn Olympic Dam into 

open cut operations.   

There are nearly 750 members of the AIPM in South 
Australia and we are looking at different ways to support 

our members.  The AIPM Board meets every two months, 

and has recently been working on governance in the 
organisation, risk assessment and management, strategy 

and the business plan.  At the last Board meeting held in 
Melbourne, the Board, in alignment with strategy, decided 

to implement a number of ini tiatives including corporate 
business development networking events with Govt. and 

private sectors, working with professional organisations 
that complement the AIPM, developing a new indigenous 

project management special interest group, and co-

promoting st rategically important industry events such as 
the South Australian Major Projects Conference held here 

at the Adelaide Convention Centre on the 22-23 June 
2009. 

The Board has also being thinking globally and looking for 

ways to improve membersô needs with the consideration of 
a number of options including portability of accreditation 

through GAPPS (Global Alliance for Project Performance 
Standards, www.globalpmstandards.org) and membership 

of the International Project Management Association 
(IPMA, www.ipma.ch).  Also, on the international front, 

the AIPM is assisting the development of ISO 21500: 

Guide to Project Management and will shortly host the 

work in progress on the AIPM website. 

The board is working hard to deliver value for its members 

and will spend time with each of the state chapters to 

drive outcomes.  Future Board meetings will be held in 
Brisbane (May), Sydney (July), Adelaide (October, in 

conjunction with the Natio nal AIPM Conference), and 
Canberra (November).

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ISO 21500: Guide to Project 

Management  
 

Last year it was advised in the newsletter that work 
has commenced on the development of the new 

international standard (ISO 21 500: Guide to Project 

Management. There are about 30 countries 
participating in the development of this standard 

with the Australian input being managed through 
Standards Australia. 

 
Standards Australia as the official standards body 

has been invited by ISO to participate in this 
initiative and has become a participating member 

and set up a national mirror committee MB012 - 

Project Management to provide the Australian input 
into the development of ISO 21500 Guide to Project 
Management. Membership of MB012 has been by 
nomination from major national  

associations representing the project management 
profession. 

 
The schedule, recently changed, is for the 

ISO/PC236 Committee to meet twice a year for 

discussion and voting purposes according to the 
following timelin e (dates indicate completion):  

 
¶ Develop Working Drafts ï June 2008 to June 

2009 

¶ Develop Committee Drafts ï November 2010 

¶ Develop Enquiry Draft (Draft International 

Standard) ï November 2011 
¶ Develop Final Draft International Standard ï 

January 2012 

¶ Update and Launch International Standard ï 

June 2012 
 

Primary responsibility for the development of the 
Working Drafts rest with the Subject Matter Experts 

who comprise the international delegations to 
ISO/PC236. Support was solicited from the 

Australian mirror committee and its working groups

However, itôs only at the commencement of the 

Committee Draft development stage that the 
national mirror groups become extensively involved. 

Comments will be also be solicited from the broader 
project management community at the time of the 

initiation of the Enquiry Draft where an extensive 

public consultation exercise will be conducted to 
ensure wider buy into the Standard.  

 
What is Next? 

 
The ISO/PC236 Committee is currently working on 

collating Working Draft 3 (WD3) which is an updated 
draft reflecting the comments/feedback received on 

WD2. 

 
This draft will be issued to the Australian Working 

Groups for review in February 2009. Comments from 
all participat ing nations will be collated and edited 

and presented in June at the next plenary meeting 
for consideration as a first Committee Draft.
